In conjunction with BETTYE LaVETTE’s highly anticipated release of INTERPRETATIONS: THE BRITISH SONGBOOK on May 25, she will perform the following evening on May 26 at the Highline Ballroom in New York City. For this special night, BETTYE will present the new album live in its entirety from start to finish. Other dates of note coming up for BETTYE include the Doheny Blues Festival in Dana Point, CA on May 23, Richard Thompson’s Meltdown Festival in London on June 17 and a performance on the LATE NIGHT WITH DAVID LETTERMAN on Wednesday, June 23.
INTERPRETATIONS was produced by Grammy-nominee BETTYE, Rob Mathes and Michael Stevens and is a 12-song journey through compositions by the Beatles, Rolling Stones, Led Zeppelin, Traffic and Pink Floyd, among others, before concluding right where the very idea for the new album started: Bettye’s visceral show-stopping rendition of The Who’s “Love Reign O’er Me” from the 2008 Kennedy Center Honors, which appears here as an extended bonus track.
